A.Đ Old Rule.Đ If you missed 4 consecutive regularĐ

club meetings without a make up, your membershipĐ
was automatically terminated, but could beĐ

reinstated by written application to the club secretary,Đ
approval of the board and paying a prescribed fee.Đ
Current Rule.Đ Each member should attend this club’sĐ

regular meetings. A member shall be counted asĐ
attending a regular meeting if the member is presentĐ
for at least 60% of the meeting, or is present and isĐ

called away unexpectedly and subsequentlyĐ
produces evidence to the satisfaction of the boardĐ

that such action was reasonable, or makes up for anĐ
absence.  Misnomers:  A member may not beĐ

granted attendance credit at informal gatherings ofĐ
Rotarians on ships or when addressing anotherĐ
service club. Likewise, attendance credit may notĐ

be given to a member who is absent from aĐ
club meeting because of jury duty.Đ
