Melissa Beach of Kemah received the birthday present of a lifetime as Ty Pennington and 

the “Extreme Makeover: Home Edition” television crew appeared in her driveway Thurs-

day morning to announce the big news. 

 

When the family — which includes husband, Larry, four biological kids and nine foster and adopted kids — 

returns from Disney World in seven days, they’ll have a brand new home waiting for them. 

 

“It’s overwhelming,’’ said Larry as the family stood outside the 27-foot trailer they’ve been living in. “We’re 

totally blown away by everything. I’m speechless.’’ 

 

The Beach family, who have fostered more than 85 children who other 

adoption agencies were not able to place, lost their home in Kemah off 

Anders Road to Hurricane Ike.  They lived in tents immediately after the 

storm, and then moved into two FEMA trailers parked in their front yard. 

 

For the last three months, they’ve been living in a smaller trailer behind 

their house with one toilet and a six-gallon water heater. They’ve had to 

cook outdoors and store their groceries in their shell of a garage. 

 

Despite their problems after the hurricane, the family has given to others.  “They won’t accept help for them-

selves,’’ said Paul Williams of Kemah, a family friend. Melissa helped organize Kemah’s Thanksgiving feast 

and toy drive, and cooked turkeys for 120 people, he said. 

 

In just 106 hours, volunteers from all over the Bay Area, led by Blu Shields Con-

struction, will build a 6,300-square-foot home, with eight bedrooms and 4 1/2 

baths on Delesandri Lane, Kemah.  The “Extreme Makeover: Home Edition’’ televi-

sion show documenting the fete will air in March.  The family hopes the extra space 

will allow them to bring in more children with special needs.
